One Eye Grey I: Transpontine Drift:  Ghostly polar bears, the Queen Rat of 
Queenshythe, thousand year old ornate castration devices, pagan estate agents and 
the strange case of the mummified cat.

One Eye Grey II: A goose in Southwark:  William Blake, Spring Heeled Jack, 
dead sailors, weird tombs, the woman who started the French revolution and some 
stuff about the real spooks at MI5 & MI6. Lambeth.  

 

 

One Eye Grey III:Out of orbital:  Mr Crowley, screaming queens, of the Egyptian 
variety, haunted clocks, incompetent executioners and much else as it meanders from 
St Giles to Holborn . 

 

 

One Eye Grey IV: The Bleeding Heart:  Demonic heartbreak in Clerkenwell 
poltergeists, witches, black dogs, the sacred shrine to the outside dead in Southwark. 
Meet at Bleeding Heart Yard .  
Piccadilly warriors:  Sapphic Royalty, bonkers fashion, nazi dogs, naval heroes 
and lovesick gardeners are amongst the cast on this dysfunctional relationship stroll 
through St James .  

 

 

One Eye Grey V: Heaven & Hell Walk:  Wizards, mystics, visionaries, quacks, 
giants, criminals, brawling women, holy warriors and parading bears. Sites of sacred 
wells, strange theatre, a midget wedding, an impromptu witch ‘swimming’ and much 
more around Clerkenwell.   
Troglodyte pigs and syrup of figs.  Herds of feral swine, a well hung Italian, giant 
dogs, huge rats and the ghost of the pig nosed princess, what’s not to like on this 
stroll around Blackfriars?  

 

 

One Eye Grey VI:Don't you want to go to Chelsea?  Dogs on sticks, ghost 
bears, lavatory humour, satanic sports venues, secret agents, vampires, phantom 
Eskimos, wombats, ultra violence and suicidal sea captains. More bonkers tales than 
you can shake a stick (with or without a dog attached) at. 
New Cross Dark Arts ;Strange history. Ghosts and ghost hunters, witchcraft and 
the devil, an exploding chip shop and boozers from beyond the grave. 

 

 

One Eye Grey VII: Let's go down the Strand!  I beg your pardon we never 
promised you Covent Garden. You can find Barbara Streisand's underwear on the 
Strand, why the bowler hat disappeared from the streets of London. There are also 
stories about a smelly lamp, a bunch of ghosts and a mad elephant. 
Brockwell Park is waiting in the dark!  Wild West heroes, a cure for impotence, 
the devil's fruit and deadly mermaids are just part of the cast in this stroll around 
Brixton's magnificent Brockwell Park. Tree folklore and local legends combine in a 
bonkers trek.
